Sinheung Valley

It’s a valley located at Sseorebong Peak 
which is a hidden mountain at the foot 
stretching out southwest of Daedunsan 
Mountain and northwest of  J inan 
highlands. The deep blue mountaintop 
encircling the valley surroundings in layers 
makes visitors refreshen their mind, and 
the valley water is not so cold, being suited 
for splashing water playfully with kids.

Cheonho Sanctuary

This was the shelter for the Catholic refugees during the Byeongin Catholic 
Persecution in the late-Joseon period when Heungseon Daewongun massacred 
Catholics. It is a famous place of pilgrimage, as many martyrs are buried here. 
Many pilgrims come here to visit the Catholic Church, priest’s office, the Catholic 
heritage museum, etc.

Doejae Catholic Church
The second Catholic church to be 
built in Korea, after Yakhyeon Church. 
It was the first Catholic church south 
of the Hangang River and the first 
hanok Catholic Church. The building 
was destroyed during the Korean War 
and was restored to current building 
after it was designated Jeollabuk-do 
Monument No. 119.

Cheondeungsan Mountain

Cheondeungsan Mountain is located on the right on the way to Daedunsan Mountain 
from Jeonju. It also has as many strange rocks, as well as dome-shaped ridges with 
thick forest. The mountain attracts climbers with falling leaves between peaks and 
rock faces in the autumn, and with beautiful snowscapes in the winter.

Hwaamsa Temple

Hwaamsa Temple at the foot of Bulmyeongsan Mountain is famous for its wonderful 
reflection of the passing of time. According to recorded history, Great Master Wonhyo 
and Great Master Uisang practiced here. The cultural properties here include 
Geungnakjeon Hall, which is National Treasure No. 316, as well as Uhwaru Pavilion, 
Bronze Bell, Reconstruction Stone, etc. The architectural style that fully used the 
natural geographical features show the wisdom of our ancestors. As it is close to 
the city center but retains its original look, it makes a good resting place for urban 
dwellers. It is an interesting exploration to find the temple hiding in the nature of 
Bulmyeongsan Mountain.

Gyeongcheon Reservoir

The headwaters of the lake are divided into two in a Y-shape. The downstream has 
sharp curves and the anglers have used it as a fishing point for strong fishes. There 
are many kinds of fish. In the spring, flowers bloom under the bank beautifully, 
making it a resting place for residents as well as fishing place.

Daedunsan Provincial Park

Daedunsan Mountain, beautiful in all four seasons, is the pride and the 
treasure of Wanju. Exposed granites make attractive rocks and stones here 
and there, and layers of dense forest made the mountain the Diamond 
Mountain of Honam since ancient times. Geumgang Suspension Bridge, 
especially, near the peak, is a must-see attraction. You will come to Yaksujeong 
Pavilion when you cross Geumgang Suspension Bridge. Walk across Samseon 
Juldari Bridge to go to Wanggwanbawi Rock. All things you see here, including 
Nakjodae Overlook, Taegosa Temple, Geumgang Falls, Dongsimbawi Rock, 
Geumgang Valley, Samseon Mineral Spring, etc., offer magnificent views.

Ansimsa Temple

A temple located on Daedunsan Mountain. According to the memorial stone at the 
temple, it is known to have been built by Jajang during the time of Queen Seondeok 
of Silla. It was rebuilt after being destroyed during the Korean War. Cultural 
Properties are the Memorial Stone (Local Tangible Cultural Heritage No. 110) and 
the Ordination Platform and the Stupas (Local Tangible Cultural Heritage No. 109).

Monument to the 
Battle of Ichi
This is the site of a battle with the 
Japanese during the Invasion of 1592. 
Ichi was the Japanese force’s path to 
Jeonju during the Invasion. However, 
the allied forces of the government 
and volunteers fought them and the 
Japanese gave up on the attack of 
Jeonju. The monument was built to 
commemorate this battle, and was designated as Jeollabuk-do Monument No. 26.

Mugunghwa Auto Camping Site
This is a public camping ground 
developed as a national pastime 
camping ground operated by the 
Ministry of Culture, Sports, and 
Tourism, and this camping ground 
is equipped with supplementary 
facilities such as 52 sites and 
caravans, etc. It Is located at a 
vast open area where the Sirang 
Stream winds and turns around at 
the valley, onto which the Noryeong 
Mountain Range extends, thus, making it possible for family-unit small-scale travellers to 
have a memorable experience with pleasure as this ground is installed adventure facilities 
like Mugunghwa Theme Botanical Garden and Zip-Line, etc; further, this camping ground, as 
a holding venue for Wild Food Festival marking a representative festival of Wanju-gun, is a 
tourist attraction visited by lots of tourists.

Noltopia
This is the largest themed 
adventure facility with rock-
climbing.

Wanju Traditional Culture Experience Center

of Hanok have been developed and operated, and 
accordingly, visitors can experience traditional 
cultures such as lodging experience at traditional 
Hanok, and traditional play experience, etc.

Youth Traditional Culture Center
This Center consists of a cultural & experience space 
based on traditional culture, and an educational 
experience space based on historical vestiges and 
cultures handed down in the district for adolescent, 
and at this Center, adolescents can enjoy a variety of 
cultural experience such as history of Ungchi Battle, 

Gongseong Combat experience, swordsmanship experience and archery experience, etc.

Daea Arboretum & Daeaho Lake

Daea Arboretum is a place where you can learn how to live with nature. In the 
huge area, many kinds of plants grow. Facilities include Forest Culture Exhibition 
Hall, Tropical Plant Garden, and Forest Ecosystem Experiential Hall. Special 
gardens such as the Bleeding Heart Habitat, Landscape Garden, Rose Garden, 
etc. show different colors of flowers each season. There is a course which you 
can enjoy walking in the plants that is popular among family visitors. Daeaho 
Lake, once called “the Niagara of the East,” has beautiful sunsets. The drive 
course along the road around the lake is famous nationwide.

Suman-ri Rock-carved Buddha
This is Jeollabuk-do Tangible Cultural Heritage No. 
84, and it appears to be from the Unified Silla period. 
The seated stone statue is carved on a huge rock 
face, an example of the huge seated rock-carved 
Buddha that was popular in the late Silla and early 
Goryeo. Despite the massiveness, the volume of the 
head and upper body is balanced and true to life.

Dongsang Unjangsan Valley
Unjangsan Valley is formed with the streams 
of water with the vital force of Unjangsan 
Mountain flowing down to one point. The 
mysterious landscape of the 9 km long 
valley from Sinwolgyo Bridge to Unjangsan 
Mountain is quite captivating. The water 
flowing down over the oddly shaped rocks is 

deep and clear in the valley, making it a perfect place to rest in nature. Many people 
visit here to get away from the busy city life in summer, and to view the scenery of 
the valley and the surroundings that looks like a beautiful painting in fall.

Bamsaem Spring, Source of Mangyeonggang River
Mangyeonggang River flows through the center 
of Honam plains and to the Yellow Sea. It is 
called the lifeline of the Honam plains. Bamsaem 
Spring, the origin of Mangyeonggang River, 
starts from Namseo Valley at 657-m altitude in 
Bamti Village. Although the spring is small and 
simple, many people visit for its pureness.

Gosan Recreational Forest
This is a four-season family 
recreation park where you 
can have a “green shower.” 
Visitors come one after 
another to find peace in 
nature. Forests of various 
trees and strange rocks 
and cliffs make beautiful 
scenery in all four seasons. 
It is equipped with sports 
and convenience facilities 

and operates eco-friendly leports facilities for families so you can satisfy yourself 
with rest, comfort, and leisure. You can stay overnight at the caravans, rest hall, 
and forest lodging, or rest for the day at the well-being pavilion. In the summer, 
avoid the summer heat at the water park using the water from the valley.

Gosan Miso Market
This is a themed traditional 5-day market of Gosan where you can experience the 
local specialties, food, and culture. There are approximately 30 stores such as 
local food stores including a Korean beef store, experiential craft workshop, etc.

This is the biggest stream marsh in 
Korea, approximately 2 km in length, 
formed where the Soyangcheon Stream and Gosancheon Stream meet. There are 
many alluvial islands made up of pebbles and sands, and the reservoir has plenty of 
water. It is a habitat for plentiful endangered species and indigenous species such as 
prickly waterlilies, long-stem bur-reed, etc.

Geumwa Marsh
The name ‘Geumwa (gold frog, Seoul 
pond frog: 金蛙)’ comes from the Seoul 
pond frog found at the marsh. The theme 
of the Geumwa Marsh Eco Park is based 
on the Seoul pond frog habitat. You can 
participate in a program that shows the life 
of a frog, and enjoy the quietness in the 
rest areas such as the cypress woods, etc.

Bongseosa Temple
Located at the foot of Seobangsan 
Mountain with thick forests and a 
graceful shape. This historic temple 
was built during the reign of King 
Seongdeok of Silla, rebuilt by Naong 
Hwasang during the time of King 
Gongmin of Goryeo, and again by the 

Buddhist Master Jinmuk during the time of King Seonjo of Joseon, after which he 
stayed and educated people. There are a few stupas including the Sarira Stupa of 
Master Jinmuk, Jeollabuk-do Tangible Cultural Asset No. 108.

Site of Gwon Sam-deuk’s Birth Home
Gwon Sam-deuk, born in Gueok-ri, Yongjin-
eup, was the first Yangban sorikkun (traditional 
singer), also known as Bigabi Myeongchang (a 
singer from a noble family). He got his stage 
name ‘Sam-deuk (三得)’ because he had a 
voice that pleased people, birds, and animals. 
At the mountain behind his birth home, there 
are his grave and a cave where he practiced singing.

Bibijeong Pavilion & Bibijeong Art Train

Bibijeong Pavilion used to be called “Bibinagan (飛飛落雁; Flying wild geese 
alighted here for a while to take a rest) from old times, and visitors’s steps towards 
this place have never ceased because of its superb scenic beauty.  Visitors can 
overlook Mangyeonggang Railroad Bridge and the landscape of the Mangyeonggang 
River, which is tinged with the glow of the setting sun, from Bibijeong Pavilion 
Observatory. Bibijeong Art Train on Mangyeonggang Railroad Bridge is four cars of an 
old Saemaeul train remodeled. Car 1 is a restaurant; the space between Car 1 and 
Car 2 is a stage for music performances; Car 2 is a store for local specialties; and 
Car 3 has a convenient store and a gallery, and Car 4 is a cafe.

Samrye Arts Village looks like a figure which is no better than a granary, but unlike 
its shabby appearance, multifarious cultural contents are waiting for visitors to 
come, and this Arts Village is a cozy space to anyone for enjoying culture.

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Gyeonggaksan Mountain & Paragliding

Gyeonggaksan Mountain (鯨角山) got its name from the 
shape of the two rocks at the peak that look like the horns 
on the back of a whale. It faces Moaksan Mountain from 
across and is nice for having a quiet hiking. Leports manias 
visit the mountain for its paragliding site.

Sanggwan Gonggi Village Cypress Forest
In Gonggi Village, Jungnim-
ri, Sanggwan-myeon, there is 
a thick forest of approximately 
100,000 cypress trees. You will 
feel comfortable and relaxed 
when you “shower” in the 
phytoncide pouring from the 
trees under the shades of this 
cypress forest.

Chonami Sanctuary
This is the birthplace of Father Yu Hang-geom, 
the Catholic apostle of the Honam area. Yu Hang-
geom was a priest in Gimje, Geumgu, Gochang, and 
Yeonggwang, and died during the Sinyu Persecution. 
Chonami Sanctuary is also a birthplace of Yu Jeung-
chal, the son of Yu Hang-geom, who lived with his 
wife Yi Sun-i as virgins by religious conviction.

The Mountain Lighthouse Complex Cultural Space
This is the place created by reconstructing an 
abandoned paper mill, which has been neglected 
for dozens of years, into a family-centered complex 
cultural space where visitors can enjoy diverse 
cultures and arts such as exhibition, education, 
experience and performance, etc. In addition, this 
Space is a people-centered one having comfort and rest while presenting unforgettable 
experience to children, and relaxation & childhood innocence to adults through their diverse 
experience enjoyed in nature. This Cultural Space is comprised of  cultural facilities like a 
museum, Amuse-World, Art Platform, outdoor performance hall, and supplementary facilities 
like a cafe, Whale Playground, Frog Playground and large parking lot, etc.

Songgwangsa Temple & Cherry Blossom Road
Songgwangsa Temple, located at 
the foot of Jongnamsan Mountain, is 
believed to have been built by Master 
Doui during the Silla period. There are 
many cultural heritages in the temple 
including Daeungjeon Hall, the belfry, 
Clay Seated Vairocana Buddha Triad, 
Excavated Relics, Clay Four Guardian 
Kings, etc. for historic and cultural 
exploration. You can also experience 
the temple life with temple stay. In 
addition, the 40-year-old cherry trees 
that stand both sides of the road for two 
kilometers from Soyang-myeon to Songgwangsa Temple make pink cherry blossom tunnel in 
spring. It is a drive course popular among families and lovers.

Oseong Hanok Village

Oseong Hanok Village is the one where about 20 traditional Korean-style 
houses(Hanok) have been settled such as old Hanok against a backdrop of favored 
natural landscapes surrounded by Jongnamsan Mountain and Wibongsan Mountain 
just like a folding screen; furthermore, Oseong Hanok Village is Wanju County’s 
hottest tourist attraction visited by many tourists while increasing its nationwide fame 
and recognition as a healing place where visitors can relax themselves together with 
tradition, culture and nature, in which coexist the experience space like an elegant 
cafe as an actual living place for residents, gallery, and forest experience trails, etc. 
This Village is also using a cultural tourism interpreter for its program operation.

Wibongsa Temple, Wibong Falls,  
and Wibongsanseong Fortress,
Wibongsanseong 
Fortress is a large-
sized fortress that 
is 8.5km in circum 
-ference built in 
1675 (First year 
of King Sukjong of 
Joseon). It was built 
to use as a shelter 
for Gyeonggijeon 
Shrine, the portrait 
of King Taejo, and the wooden tablet that symbolized his ancestors in case of 
emergency. It was actually used to protect the portrait and the wooden tablet at the 
time of Donghak Peasant Revolution. Wibongsa got its name from the legend that 
says the temple was built on the site where three phoenixes were flying onto. On the 
roof ridge of the famously magnificent Bogwangmyeongjeon Hall are time-honored 
blue tiles. Wibong Falls, known as one of the eight views of Wansan, is a two-layer fall 
of 60 meters. The falling waters are a grand view.

Monument for Ungchi Combat
Ungchi Combat includes Ungchi Battle 
flaring in the whole area of Wangju-gun 
Soyang-myeon, Sinchon-ri, and Jinan-gun 
Bugui-myeon from July 7 to 8, 1592, and 
Andeogwon Battle arising in the whole area 
of Jeonju-si, Deokjin-gu Geumsang-dong, 
and Sanjeong-dong on the 9th of July, 
1592, against the Japanese army, which 

was stationed at Geumsan. The Jeonbuk Provincial Government designated the whole 
area of Wangju-gun Soyang-myeon, Sinchon-ri as Jeollabukdo Monument No. 25 by 
setting it up as the battlefield of Ungchi, and erected the Monument for Ungchi Combat at 
the point about 200 meters away from Gomtijae Pass in December, 1979.

Haengbok Station at Moaksan Mountain, Saechamsurye(local 
food buffet)of Samrye, Bibijeong Pavilion farmhouse 
restaurant set the table with in-season food ingredients 
which are produced from Wanju-gun areas marking the

Wanju’s own special flavor.

1st product1st product Dried Persimmon
Persimmons harvested from the trees grown in pure 
nature around the time of Hallo (Cold Dew) are peeled 
and naturally dried for approximately 50 days to make 
high-quality dried persimmons. Dried persimmon 

produced f rom Gosan, Wunju, Dongsang, and 
Gyeongcheon is famous for its tender mouthfeel.

2nd product2nd product  Ginger
Wanju Bongdong is the district where ginger was first 
cultivated in our country, and its chewy texture is soft by 
virtue of a big root and less fiber of the ginger. In addition, 
the ginger produced here is boasting of its best quality in 
Jeollabukdo Province as it has been registered with the 
Korean Intellectual Property Office’s geographical indication 
system, and Wanju ginger has been also registered as 
National Important Agricultural Heritage No. 13.

3rd product3rd product  Strawberry
The strawberries produced in Jeollabuk-do area in 
early spring are divided into Samrye products and Non-
Samrye products. Samrye strawberries are crunchy and 

soft with high sugar content, capturing the taste of many 
people.

4th product4th product Jujube
Gyeongcheon-myeon and Gosan-myeon have the 
optimal conditions of soil and climate for cultivating 
jujubes. The jujubes from this area are big and high in 
sugar. As they are dried in the cold dews of the high 
reaches, they have the best red color.

5th product5th product Onion
Wanju onions are round and hard as billiard balls. The 
first taste is spicy, the middle taste is sweet, and the 
aftertaste leaves a fresh feeling. The thin peel has 

reddish shine, and it does not easily get soft, even when 
you store it for a long time.

6th product6th product Garlic
The garlic produced from Wanju-gun is getting nationwide 
recognition for excellence in its quality along with its thick 
and smooth fruit, nice color, and strong spicy fragrance. 
Wanju-gun is enhancing regional garlic industry 
competitiveness by supplying superior seed bulbs 
obtained from bulbel cultivation to garlic-producing farms.

7th product7th product Watermelon
Its chief producing district includes Bibong and Samrye 
in Wanju County, and the watermelon produced here is 
cultivated in red clay soil, so its aftertaste is a little sour, being 
characterized by blandness and a high sugar content. There 

are also not a few eco-friendly watermelon growers in Wanju 
County, and therefore, consumers’ preference for the product is 

comparatively higher.

8th product8th product Pear
The surface of a Wanju-produced pear is yellow-lemon in a 
soft color, and rich in fruit juice, giving good mouthfeel by 
virtue of its refreshing taste and high sugar content as well; 
particularly, its fruit flesh is big and also solid, and excels in 
storage quality due to good durability. The pear produced at 
Iseo area has won a high reputation as a gift for the king since 
the Joseon Dynasty period, and its nationwide awareness is 
also very high. Currently, Iseo-produced pear remains in existence 
through the fruiter pear co-operative.

9th product9th product Tomato
A tomato is a vegetable grown in facilities, which gets the 

limelight as a health food, and Wangju-county-produced 
tomato is delivered mostly to a local food store, which is 
operated by the system where the identity of a tomato-

producing farm is revealed, as a food having a face, and 
also a reliable food displayed proudly by Wanju County which 

attaches importance to consumer trust.
